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Why Water Lilies?

  Water lilies play an important part in your pondôs delicate bal-

ance. This goes hand in hand with a crystal clear pond, which 

is a pond ownersô goal. How does a water lily help your pond? 

To help control a problem with green water, cover 60-70% of 

your water surface with water plants. Nothing covers the sur-

face of a pond like a water lily. Most plants spread up to four 

feet, so you can easily cover a 15x15 foot pond with four water 

lilies. They provide shade for your fish on those hot summer 

days, as well as protection from four-legged and feathered 

predators that are always looking for a free meal. 

  Now letôs talk about the real reason you want water lilies in 

your pond, the flowers! Image each morning being greeted at 

your pond by an array of colorful blooms and a subtle perfume 

smell in the air. Some blooms are as big as your hand and some 

can be as small as a quarter! 

  Hardy and Tropical lilies need the same care. As needed, re-

move spent leaves and flowers. Fertilize each month with 

aquatic fertilizing tablets. Regular monthly fertilizing will re-

sult in numerous daily blooms. So mark your calender and 

stick to a monthly program, itôs worth the effort. 

  How long does a bloom last? Unfortunately, only three days, 

but what a wonderful 3 days you will enjoy. This is why it is 

important to fertilize your plants. You will always have a 

bloom to replace the one that dies.

June 18, 2015 

Jay and Nadine Sauer hosted our club meeting on June 13, 2015.  The Sauers had their pond professionally 

constructed and system installed, but Jay and Nadine landscaped the pond and area around it themselves.  

Our president, Vince Smith, called the meeting to order at 9:00 am.  Twenty-nine members and one dog were 

in attendance. 

GUEST  SPEAKER 

Larry Zehr, an 18-year PKPS member, brought for show-and-tell a rare Asagi Koi.  It is red below its lateral 

lines and has a red head and pectoral fins.  He began raising Koi in 1988 and has never before owned a fish 

like the one he brought to the meeting.  He also presented information on a variety of topics.  Larry manages 

to keep his ponds open without using a heater most of the winter.  An essential factor is keeping snow off of a 

portion of the pond surface. 

 

The cleanest water in a pond system comes just before you begin feeding fish in the spring.  It may be benefi-

cial to keep your oxygenating plants in an area separate from your fish. 

 

Larry suggests the higher the quality of fish food, the better the fish respond and the less waste. 

 

For a small pond, very porous baked clay balls (hydroton) that hold much bacteria, make a good filter. 

 

Recently, Larryôs fish produced approximately 400,000 eggs!  He expects most of them to hatch in about 

three to five days.  He uses a disinfectant to help keep the eggs from getting a fungus and losing his fish.  The 

first food he feeds the fry is the yolk from a hard-boiled egg mixed with water.  Later he feeds them ground 

flax seed. 

Thanks, Larry, for your willingness to share your knowledge with the group. 

 

Vince Smith gave a reminder to tighten hose clamps on your fittings every once in awhile.  But be careful not 

to under or over tighten.  There is a tool (at the óMô store) one can use to get the ñjust-rightò tight to the 

clamp.  He suggested investing in new fittings periodically to prevent disaster.   

Read your newsletter for the reminder for adding water to your pond. 

Vince briefly touched on bacteria as well.  Pond owners may not be regularly adding bacteria to their ponds.  

Thatôs OK. ï What works for one may not be the same for another.
